During 2024 the program aim is to
cultivate sensory connections with more than human species from each of our five senses.

Woo Yoon (Guatemala/South Korea) is exploring
interrelationships between human and more-than-human
perspectives.

A children’s art workshop will be
held at Seikenji for children to engage with olfactory sense
in late November as well. This residency is collecting
